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	Instructor Guide to ebrary Exercise


Prior to class:

Go to GCC’s ebrary page: http://site.ebrary.com/lib/gcclibrary 

Create a bookshelf for your class.  You might consider creating a separate bookshelf for each section you teach.  Click Sign In and look for the link for creating a new bookshelf.  [NOTE: A generic account has been created: Username: learnebrary / Password: learn; however, ongoing changes may be made to this account as it is a shared bookshelf for training purposes.]
Add some of the following titles to your bookshelf, bookmarking and/or highlighting on the pages indicated (or just search Imhotep in the titles!):

Lin, Vernon, ed. Spinal Cord Medicine: Principles and Practice. New York: Demos Medical Publishing, Inc., 2003.  Page 3.

Highlight portions of text (try using different colors) and create page notes so that students can see the use of these tools.
You might want to also add to the shelf any books that have relevance to your class so that when students practice copying and pasting quotations and citations, they can work in a meaningful context (rather than the at-random suggestion on the student handout). Edit the student handout accordingly!
Ebrary allows each bookshelf certain Preferences for viewing and for formatting. Click on the InfoTools link in the ebrary reader to find the Preferences link.  The dialog box allows for minor options for keyword color and linking, but direct your attention to the Citation Style button.  The default citation style is ebrary standard, but MLA, APA, and ACW are among the options.  If you select MLA it will not exactly conform to the GCC English Department format, but it could help your students moreso than the other formats.  [NOTE: the APA format is also not standard; for instance, authors names appear rather than initials.]
In class:
In addition to having a web browser open to either ebrary or the LMC page, open a Word document for copying and pasting demonstration.

Have students go to ebrary (instructions on student handout for following links rather than using direct url as above).

Wait to have students log into the bookshelf you’ve created.  This will be like a cooking show where you’ll be working with all the ingredients to put a dish together and then, magically, a second oven will already have fully cooked version of the dish.

Talk about the Practice assignment on the student handout:
	Dr. Devereaux has assigned a short paper about Imhotep’s contribution to medicine. The only other information she has provided about him is that Imhotep lived in ancient Egypt and was also an architect.

All references must be from published sources, preferably books, and not from the open web.
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	A search of the online catalog shows there are no biographies of Imhotep in our library nor anywhere in the community college district.  We need information faster than an interlibrary loan could provide.  This will require searching deeper than what’s available in the library catalog – exactly what ebrary is suited for!


Search as a whole group or in pairs, to discuss how best to search.  Compare search results for Imhotep as a keyword only (more than 50 books), what words to add, whether an advanced search (Imhotep as subject?  No results – but good for students to see that!)  What words should be added?  Does anyone already know about Imhotep and medicine?  Besides medicine as a narrowing keyword to add, would anyone suggest doctor? physician? other health-related terms?  
Limit the time for narrowing the search and then have students log into the bookshelf you created.  Talk about how different pieces of information provide a fuller picture of Imhotep than just googling him and choosing the first search result.

Talk about the InfoTools and differences between Bookmarking, Highlighting, and Page Notes.  Show how highlighting new text will prompt a pop-up menu of options, including copying text.  Demonstrate this with the Word document you have open.
Individual Practice with ebrary
Switch from whole group or paired work on Imhotep to individual students using ebrary.  All students should log in to the bookshelf you’ve created.

Ask students to search for their last names as authors; alternatively, if name is too unique and the search yields no titles, switch Author back to Text to find name mentioned anywhere in any text OR have student search first name.  You want to use the names so you can check later whether each student completed this portion of the exercise.  Ask students to use the InfoTools:

· Bookmark a page

· Highlight some text

· Enter a page note [NOTE: The student handout gives goofy suggestions you might want to edit.]
Indicate whether you’ll be grading students or providing extra credit or … not.
Ask students to open a blank Word document (student handout suggests header information to include) and save it.

Talk about the importance of properly citing sources for quotations.  ebrary helps capture the necessary information, but does not format it exactly as GCC’s MLA standards dictate.

Have students search for quotes or simply copy text from at least three different ebooks.  They will paste the quotations – you can add to the assignment by having them incorporate the quotation in a sentence or paragraph.  As they paste, the citation information also gets pasted directly below the quoted text.  Students will need to cut and paste the citation text below their Works Cited heading, clean up the formatting, and alphabetize the list of ebooks.
Students can either print their documents to hand in by the end of class or submit them electronically.

After class:

Log in to the bookshelf you created for this course/section to look for author names that match those of your students.  Assign a point value or extra credit for those students who completed this part of the exercise.
Evaluate students’ citation formatting as you normally would.
