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for your research


	Cool benefits to using ebrary:

· Full text search

· Mark text to return to it

· Copy-paste citation tool


To get to know how to use ebrary, we need to use it to do something.  Here’s our practice assignment:
	Dr. Devereaux has assigned a short paper about Imhotep’s contribution to medicine. The only other information she has provided about him is that Imhotep lived in ancient Egypt and was also an architect.
All references must be from published sources, preferably books, and not from the open web.
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A search of the online catalog shows there are no biographies of Imhotep in our library nor anywhere in the community college district.  We need information faster than an interlibrary loan could provide.  This will require searching deeper than what’s available in the library catalog – exactly what ebrary is suited for!
To get to ebrary:

From the GCC library page http://www.gc.maricopa.edu/lmc/ click on Articles & Databases, find the E-Books/Journals category and click, then click on ebrary among the resources listed.

We will search generally together and talk about a strategy for narrowing our results.  Sometimes searching the full text of thousands of pages of books produces far too many options for information.  We’ll use ebrary’s InfoTools to examine and try trimming down our results.

Once we take a closer look at our list of results, we’ll “Sign In” to an ebrary bookshelf created for our class.  Username:_________________ / Password: ______________
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	Imagine we’ve fast forwarded to having selected some of the titles from our initial search.  That’s what the bookshelf contains.

We’ll explore the additional InfoTools available now that titles are on our bookshelf:

· Highlighting (three colors available)

· Bookmarking

· Page notes

	Your Own Search

Set aside Imhotep for now, and conduct your own search!

Using the Search tab and clicking the option for Advanced, type your last name and select Author from the drop down menu. [if your name is too unique and the search yields no titles, switch Author back to Text to find your name mentioned anywhere in any text]

Choose a title and do the following:

· Bookmark a page

· Highlight some text (in any color you like)
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To search for a book on this site enter something in the search fields. For example:

o Thomas Jefferson (no quotes) will find every document with "Thormas” and
“Jefferson”, but anywhers in the book. For exarnple it would find a book that
mentioned both "Thomas Payne” and "Jefferson City”

(with quotes) will find every document with the phrase

. anywhere in the book, but wouldnt locate books with only

in [Author ~]

and references to "Jefferson City" in them
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	· Enter a page note.  Tell me how long it took you to write the book, how many copies you’ve signed, how the book tour went,.. make up anything, really)


Back to business: Using ebrary for Quotations and Citations

1. Open a new/blank Word document.  Type your name, course and instructor, and today’s date.  Save the document.

2. Return to ebrary.  Highlight any text with your mouse and select Copy Text from the InfoTools menu.  Go back to your Word document and paste the quotation.

Not only has the text been pasted in, but also citation information!

3. Edit the citation according to MLA standard, remembering to double-space and to indent second and following lines by five spaces.  Here’s the citation formula for ebooks:
Last Name of Author, First Name.  Title of Work. Location: Publisher, Date. Electronic Collection.  Electronic Publisher.  Library, City, State.  Date Retrieved.
So for citing something from ebrary retrieved through GCC, we’ll use:
Last Name of Author, First Name.  Title of Work. Location: Publisher, Date. ebrary. ebrary. Glendale Community College Library Media Center, Glendale, AZ.  8 Aug. 2007.
4. Create a heading above the corrected citation: Works Cited.  Save your Word document (just a reminder to get into a good habit!) and go back to ebrary.
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	5.  Select two more titles from ebrary (any two; anything you find yourself or any titles from the class bookshelf) and repeat what you just did:

· Copy some text (from two different books)

· Paste the text into your Word document

· Move the citation information under the Works Cited heading

· Clean up the citation to match proper MLA format


At the end of class print your Word document with the three quotations and citations to turn in as you leave.  Thanks!
